4.1 Tests applicable to the following fittings-
VALVES - servicing
(not complying with byelaw 64 or for use where pressure exceeds 1 bar).
(A) SERVICING VALVES (Derived from BS 6675, Section 2, Clause 6.2)
TEST METHOD
Inspect the fitting to establish the means of the operation intended to be used.
5. ACCEPTANCE CRITERIA

The only means of operation possible shall be by the insertion of a screwdriver or other instrument in the slot on the valve.
